- STANDARD ACCESORIES

NECKSTRAP

Attach the neckstrap as shown.

An eyepiece cap is attached to the
neckstrap. When you use the self-
timer or take a long exposure, snap it
over the eyepiece as shown above.
This will prevent light from entering
the camera through the eyepiece
and affecting the metered exposure,
® Kits with a wide strap do not in

clude an eyepiece cap. See your
local Minolta dealer to order an
accessory eyepiece cap.



BATTERY

Your camera uses a 6-volt 2CR5 lithium battery which supplies power for all
camera operations. If you are using an xi-Series lens, the camera battery also
supplies power to the zoom motor in the lens.

BATTERY INSTALLATION

1. Set the main switch to LOCK and
slide the battery-cover release in the
direction indicated to open the bat-
tery cover.

2. Insert the battery according to the
marks on the inside of the cover,

3. Close the cover securely.
